The Katowice School of Economics was founded in 1990
and in accordance with the requirements resulting from
the reforms in the educational system, the university has
successfully passed all stages of the official authorisation
and accreditation processes.

Non-state higher education institutions are established
based on permit of the Minister of National Education.
The criteria and conditions of their establishment are
defined by the Act on Higher Education and the
Resolution of the Minister of National Education of 1991
(Dziennik Ustaw, no.14, item 62 and 1994, no. 72, item
316). The criteria and conditions of the establishment of
non-state higher vocational education institutions are
defined by the Act of 26 June 1997 on Schools of Higher
Vocational Education.

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European Qualification Framework
and Participation at Process of Harmonisation
of Higher Education in Europe

In most European countries, higher education institutions or
study programmes are subject to regular external review by a
quality assurance agency. The European Quality Assurance
Register for Higher Education (EQAR) is a register of such
agencies, listing those agencies that have demonstrated their
substantial compliance with a common set of principles for
quality assurance in Europe. The Polish Accreditation Committee
(PKA), is the national accreditation agency for polish universities,
working for the quality of education in Poland, and because of
this it PKA is represented and listed at EQAR Registry.
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Further attention is drawn to the full membership of the
Republic of Poland in the Process of Harmonisation of Higher
Education in Europe (also known as Bologna Process). This
means that Katowice School of Economics University’s
programmes of studies are officially part of the European Credit
Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS).
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Consequentially all Certificates and Transcripts issued by the
University award valid ECTS credits being aligned with the extent
of the respective programme and level of studies.
